Expectations for CaT1 
Interns !

" ! Spend 4-5 hours/week in classroom for total of 
34 hours during the quarter.!

" ! Assist teacher with activities in the classroom.!

" ! Meet weekly one-on-one with host teacher.!

" ! Meet once mid-quarter with Cal Teach staff!

" ! Successfully complete and participate in the 
accompanying EDUC 50B/C seminar.!

" ! Follow work guidelines.!

Expectations for interns: School 
Site Work Guidelines !

•! Communication with the Host Teacher!

" ! Required to meet with Host Teacher before the 
placement begins to form working relationship!

" ! Meet each week (15 minutes) to discuss future class 
plans, exchange feedback, informal discussion!

" ! Build trust with the Host Teacher to get most out of 
your placement!

Awards (for STEM majors) !

" ! The CaT1 award is $600 for the quarter!

" ! Awards will affect your Financial Aid (see next slide)!

" ! The awards will be paid after the quarter is over and all 
requirements have been met !

–! Requirements:!

" ! 34 classroom hours!
" ! complete Calteach portal* records!
" ! passing grade in EDUC 50B/C!

–! *Directions for getting started are in your folder. You need to 
register and enroll by your first class meeting.!



Cal Teach award and 
Financial aid !

•!  !

•! Your Cal Teach award is incorporated into your Financial Aid package. !

•! Students not on FA receive the full amount, but if a student receives FA, the 
FA advisor will try to fit it into your FA package. If your need is fully met, 
the award will come out of: 1) Perkins loans, 2) work study (unless already 
earned), 3) Direct loans. !

•! You should receive a generic e-mail when the Cal Teach award is in.  Nicole 
Hill (FA advisor) tries to notify students via e-mail personally when the 
award has replaced something else. If you can’t find the award, contact Lea.!

•! If you will receive all or some of the award, a refund check will be sent to 
you by Student Business Services. If you’d prefer direct deposit, go to their 
Web site to sign up (fast and easy! – sbs.ucsc.edu) If you have higher costs in 
this year that would bring your costs above the generic “student 
budget,” (like a computer purchase, for example), your “budget” may be 
increased, allowing for you to receive more of the Cal Teach award. If this is 
the case, contact Nicole Hill (lags@ucsc.edu) directly to discuss your specific 
situation. You must be able to document the expense(s). !

" ! Enroll in the seminar course!

" ! Schedule placement meeting with Pat if 
not yet completed!

" ! Meet with your host teacher !

" ! Get TB test and fingerprinting done and 
drop off documentation with Lea before 
going to your placement !

" ! Once you have done the above—you 
may start your placement!

TB Testing- for everyone! !

" ! Cal Teach will pay for the test if it’s done at UCSC 
Health Center.!

" ! You may have it done with a private doctor, if 
documented.!

" ! Previous negative test documentation may be used if 
completed recently.!

" ! Haven’t done it? Call 459-2500 asap!!

" ! Bring a copy of the negative results to Lea - You will 
not be able to begin your placement until you have a 
negative test.!

Fingerprinting !

" ! NOT FOR EVERYONE!

" ! Get paperwork from Lea or placement coordinator at time of 
placement (Gretchen and Pat will tell you if you need it)!

" ! 1: For Aptos and Watsonville Highs, go to the Pajaro Valley District 
Office, take a copy of your TB test results, and bring back the yellow 
copy of your LiveScan form to Lea.!

" ! 2: For all other schools that require fingerprinting: Schedule an 
appointment or walk-in at the Sheriff’s Office downtown. Then:!

" ! Turn in the “Background Investigation Request” form to Lea!

" ! After you go, bring a copy of your LiveScan form as a receipt!

" ! Fill out a “204” form to get set up for reimbursementof the $20!
